1.2) Special Lecture on Independence Day:

2022-2023. The following lecture program was organized

2.1) Agriculture Based Vocational Guidance at Daregaon (Dari).

On February 17, 2023, a lecture was held by Shri Bhagwan Karbhari Wagh, a progressive
farmer on the subject of Agriculture-Based Business Guidance at Daregaon (Dari) as part
of a community-level initiative on behalf of the Department of Lifelong Learning and
Extension. The chief guest of the program was Shri Ratan Danyandev Ambhore (Social
Worker of Savitribai Phule Mahila Ekatm Samaj Mandal) while the program was presided
over by the Village Sarpanch Shri Gunaji Jairam Malode.

While guiding on the occasion, Mr. Bhagwan Rao Wagh said that farmers should
create various sources of income instead of traditional crops like maize and cotton, they
should plant trees that generate permanent income in their fields. On this occasion, he said
that he has created a permanent source of income by planting fruit trees such as mango,
chickpea, lemon and vegetable tree Shevaga on his three-acre farm. He also advise the
farmers that they should sale their products director to the consumers to get remunerative
prices.  On this occasion, he said to plant Tamarind, Drumstick, Bibba or Bhilava(nut
tree trees) is for dryland areas like horticulture. He also advised the audience that rather than
experimenting with single farmers, they should do farming through group farming.

Mr. Ratan Ambhore, who was present as the chief guest on this occasion, gave
guidance on the topic of Rural development. He opined that "with the cooperation of the
village, the water level of the ground can be increased by carrying out irrigation works in the
village". The program was introduced by Dr. P.M. Kalyankar and the vote of thanks was
given by Society Chairman Mr. Shamrao Malode.

2.2) Lecture on 'Rural Development through Cereals' at Daregaon Dari :

On 27th February 2023 in the village Daregaon (Dari) in association with Lifelong
Learning and Extension Department of the College and Taluka Agriculture Office,
Phulumbri, A lecture was organized on Rural Development through Cereals (Millets) in
association with Govt. Agricultural Department of Phualmbri Taluka at this time Shri.
Nivritti Jori, (Block Development Agriculture Officer, Phulumbri) was main speaker.
Speaking on the occasion, Shri Nivritti Jori said that India emphasized on wheat and rice
production to become self-sufficient in food grains. Although we have achieved
self-sufficiency in food grains through this, excessive use of chemical fertilizers and
pesticides has damaged the soil texture.

Before 1965, cereal crops (coarse grains) were produced in large quantities in India.
In this, cereal crops like Sorghum, Bajri, Bhagar, Rala, Nachini etc. were produced in large
quantities in our country. These crops thrive in light soils, receive less rainfall, and require
less use of fungicides and insecticides as these crops do not develop mildew. Hence, this crop
is produced at low cost of production and the soil texture is also improved. Due to excessive
consumption of wheat and rice in the diet, it is having a bad effect on human health and
increasing the number of diseases.

If millet like Sorghum, Bhagar, Rala, Ragi are used in the diet, it increases iron,
calcium, protein, magnesium in the body and makes a person stronger. Therefore, cereals are
useful for land and human health. 2023 is being celebrated as International Year Of Millets
across the world as India has made the world aware of the importance of cereals for human
and soil health. He then advised the farmers to switch to cereal crop production. On this
occasion, before the lecture program, he also listened to a song written on the grain.

The president of this program was village sarpanch Gunaji Malode, the program was
moderated by Mr. Ashok Chavan while the introductory program officer Prof. Dr. P. M.
Kalyankar. Somnath Thale introduced the guests. Society Chairman Shri Shamrao Malode
gave vote of thanks for the programme. On this occasion, Shri Rambhau Salunke, and Shri
Vitthal Gorade (Agriculture Assistant) also gave guidance to the villagers.

Before starting any industry, youth should study that industry for six months. It is
necessary to create credit in the bank to raise the capital required for the industry. Also any
business should be started with small capital. Also, the entrepreneur should have the ability to
raise more capital than the amount of capital required, so that capital can be used for the
industry in times of crisis. We should be prepared to meet the crises that are coming in the
industry. On this occasion, he narrated his experience and said that once there was a theft in
his industry, his younger brother said, "Thieves stole our goods but they could not steal the
manufacturing techniques." He started his business again with vigour. He said that there
should be no shame and fear while doing business.
