Only when we have a sense of
something, the interest of the nation or society is checked at that time, not
otherwise. We have to properly organize traditions and sects and convey its
conclusion to the society, only then will the real history come to light. But
this does not seem to be happening. History has political and social
consequences. Therefore, historical research does not seem to be done
systematically. Also, it is necessary to consider how each aspect of history

will be updated, thus presenting the scope and limitations of history.
